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Child Protection Policy – Adopted 01/01/2011

The protection of children and young people is of the upmost concern for myself. Whilst in my care I will act with due care and attention in order to prevent any form of abuse or harm. My duty of care extends to outside my working hours in as much as if I have a concern for a child’s safety I have a duty to share that information with the appropriate authorities.
Whilst working with children I aim to build safety barriers to abuse and harm by teaching self respect independence and assertiveness. Children are listened to and any and all allegations will be taken seriously and followed up in an appropriate manner.

Disabled Children

Statistics show that disabled children are more at risk of abuse and harm, due to the nature of their disability and the amount of care they provide. Recognising this I will aim to maintain privacy and dignity when providing for care needs of children and will advocate for their rights as children and young people. Where possible independence will be promoted and children will be encouraged to communicate their feelings and wishes.
Physical Contact

Contrary to many other policies such as those by schools that discourage touch, I feel that appropriate physical is healthy and essential for continued development. If a child is upset and crying they can have a hug, if a child wants a piggy back that is fine. I use a common sense policy whereby if physical contact is appropriate and wanted/needed by the child it is acceptable. Children have the right to refuse physical contact and this will be honored so long as it is in the best interests of the child. Physical contact may also be used contrary to child consent in line with the physical restraint guidelines as per the ‘Behaviour Management Policy’.

Partnership with Parents

At all times I aim to work in partnership with parents to promote the safety of their children.
